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Bringing people together: War veterans
and youth join spring cleanup on
Khortytsia

An eco-cleanup event was held on Khortytsia Island in Zaporizhia. Veterans

who served in the war against Russia and now work at Metinvest’s Zaporizhia

enterprises—Zaporizhstal, Zaporizhvognetryv, and Zaporizhkoks—took part

in the initiative.
